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Kuzmin E. International punishment as the “deterrent argument” for unimaginable
atrocities

Summary. An overview of the preliminary results of the research of the problematique
of comprehensive understanding of the construct of deterrence of international crimes in
the doctrine of international criminal law, as well as a tentative hypothesis regarding the initial
vision of the perception of the deterrent effect of punishment in the process of prevention of mass
atrocities from the perspective of international scholars is outlined in the article.

It is found that the vast majority of ideas about the deterrence of international crimes are
primarily based on theoretical assumptions developed by criminal scientists from a criminological
perspective, which were designed for the domestic sphere. At the same time, a number of differences
were noted both in the understanding of the definition of basic concepts and categories (primarily
on the example of such key terms as “deterrence” and “prevention”) and in the distinction in
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approaches to establishing their content (in particular, in terms of positioning the phenomenon
of “deterrence” as one of the purposes of the system of punishment or punishment, among others).
In this regard, a thesis is put forward that there is an urgent need to calibrate and adapt existing
conceptual criminological models to the modern international realities in such a way that the latter
are seen as absolutely fair for the purposes of the international context.

Two approaches to the role and significance of punishment in the process of deterrence
and prevention are distinguished: integral, - in which the threat of punishment and punishment
itself play an exclusive function, and isolated, that is, in which punishment is seen as only one
of the restraining means, along with others.

The relevance of general, special, targeted and restrictive deterrence for marking the outer
contours of the overall vision of abstaining from international crimes from the perspective
of international criminal law theory is determined.

It is emphasised that the core instrument of deterrence ought to be punishment itself. Given
thatin this configuration the threat of punishment becomes a determining incentive for deterrence,
the major complexities of this position are characterised, namely, the equation of punishment with
excessive severity and disproportionality.

Particular attention is focused on the disturbing trend of refuting deterrence considerations
in view of the belief that international criminals are not rational actors when it comes to evaluating
the costs and benefits of criminal acts.

A categorical commitment to the maxim “for there to be no crime, there must be
punishment” is expressed, and it is noted that the only reasonable argument for genuine deterrence
from committing international crimes is a principally severe and inevitable punishment.
